Qld/Brisbane Biodiesel scene 
Queensland is yet to have a retailer of biodiesel in any of its blends. However I believe with favourable profiling and the right education the public would demand the choice to a more lubricating, less polluting alternative to fossil based fuels. 
Currently there are two commercial producers who have set up shop in Nerangba. The first of the two producers is Eco Tech Limited, which opened for wholesale business just a few weeks ago to limited but none the less exciting fan fare. They have been supplying Pacific fuel (not their real name) who supplied Noosa council for the last nine month during their biodiesel trial.

I’ve made enquiries into their operations and the possibility of a buying group.

I’m happy to report that we will be able to buy B100 in minimum quantities of 1000 Litres for $1.21 including GST.
Current production is at 30 million a year with the capability to grow to 75Ml litres a year. They use tallow to produce biodiesel and claim to have a guaranteed international supply.
The second of the producers in Narangba is the Australian Biodiesel Group. They have yet to open doors for sales. When finished they will produce at a maximum of 160M Litres per year. Its forecast that this facility will be commissioned in the second quarter of 2006.
They already have a plant Berkeley Vale currently operating at 75% of the maximum of 40 million litre per annum.  ABG is aiming its bigger marketing strategies at overseas market where the growth and uptake is significantly larger than here in Australia.
Two suppliers I’d like to talk about. The first of which is Reefuel which recently announced its partnership with ABG and is blending and suppling for the Townsville and North Queensland area.
Pacific Petroleum – partnered with Eco Tech Biodiesel – supplied Noosa with B20 for 9 month trial. Cover from Gympie Gatton, Brunswick Heads. Head office is at Rocklea with Depots all over SEQld and Nth NSW
